Kaoru wants to be a priest and continues to sway with
religious spirit and love, resulting in loss of love one after
another. Such a hero image is the exact opposite of Hikaru
Genji or a typical hero image of the story so far. Why did the
story need such a hero image? Also, how was such a hero image
accepted in posterity? We need to consider such issues through
the analysis of the story or knowing oh the reception of "The
Tale of Genji".

For that purpose, it is necessary to come into contact with the classical
texts of japan and china, for example, 31-syllable Japanese poems, Noh
songs, or Chinese poetry, because “Oku no Hosomichi” is based on a lot
of the different classics.

Reading and analizing the comic works from the late 18th centry
Edo(now Tokyo) to know diversity of literary style, vocabulary and
expressions in those works.

This class deals with Japan and its relations with the other nations of
the world, focussing on the 19th and early 20th century. Introductory
lectures deal with the issues of global cultural spheres, and Japan’s
relations with China and Europe (Spain, Portugal and the Netherlands)
in earlier centuries. We then examine accounts of 19th-century Japan
written by such figures as Alcock, Aston, Satow, Chamberlain and
Hearn. Students give presentations (3 sessions in total) on books
written in English by Japanese men of the time: Uchimura Kanzd’s
Representative Men of Japan (1908), Nitobe Inazd’s Bushido: The Soul
of Japan (1900), and Okakura Tenshin’s The Book of Tea (1906), in an
effort to determine what it was about Japan that these men wanted to
present to the world. Other lectures deal with the influence of Japanese
art and music on 19th-century and early 20th-century Europe, and
Europe’s discovery of Japanese classical literature. The class uses many
sources written in English; existing Japanese translations are provided,
and often commented on, by the instructor.

This class deals with issues in the field of Japanology (Japanese studies)
in the post-war era, especially in connection with Ruth Benedict’s
The Chrysanthemum and the Sword (1946). After initial lectures on
the content of Benedict’s book, students give presentations (3 sessions
in total) on Benedict’s discussion and understanding of the Japanese
concepts of on (Chapters 5 & 6), giri (Chapters 7 & 8), and haji
(Chapter 10). Other topics of lectures given by the instructor include the
Nihonjinron (studies of the Japanese) of the 1960s and 1970s, criticisms
of these studies in succeeding decades, and trends in the translation of
Japanese classical literature in the post-war era. The class uses many
sources written in English; existing Japanese translations are provided,
and often commented on, by the instructor.

This is an introductory course on linguistics as an empirical science. It
covers main areas of linguistics (e.g., syntax, morphology, semantics,
phonetics, and phonology) and gives basic knowledge and illustrates
specific research topics in these areas. This course aims to help students
understand a scientific method of theoretical linguistics and find a
research area that suits their interests.
