The guarantee of human rights has been considered an issue of
universal importance in the modern world. More importantly,
socially marginalized groups of people have used human rights to
restore their human dignity, contributing to the development of the
international human rights systems.

However, the ideas and systems of human rights which were born
along with the development of the modern nation-state system now
face serious challenges: one is that they are insufficient in, or in
fundamental contradictions with, the protection of human dignity
of groups of people who have been excluded or exploited in that
system. One factor behind it is the continuation of colonialism. The
human rights protection systems are now being reconsidered from
that perspective.

In this course, the participants will learn how the international
human rights protection systems have developed and what impact
they have brought to minority and indigenous groups in Japan
and elsewhere. They will consider the challenges posed to the
international human rights protection systems using racism and
colonialism as key concepts. A particular focus will be put on the
issues of racism and multiculturalism in present-day Japan. The
course provides the participants an opportunity to acquire critical
thinking abilities on the issues of human rights and the perspective
of the marginalized/discriminated against in thinking about how
human rights can be respected for all.
