This course will focus on the constitutional problems of East
Asian country from the comparative point of view.

This course examines the evolution of bioethics from mid-20th-century
human experimentation to its modern form, with a focus on human
rights issues. Students will explore the four principles of bioethics
— respect for autonomy, beneficence, nonmaleficence, and justice —
as well as the three types of consent: informed consent, informed
assent, and proxy consent. The course also covers relevant legal
frameworks, including laws, guidelines, and declarations. To deepen
their understanding of ethical dilemmas, students will watch medical
dramas related to the course content.

This course is part of the "Culture, Society and Law" and "Adminis-
tration, Public Policy and Law" tracks. Students are expected to read
the assigned textbook sections and reference materials before each class
to familiarize themselves with key concepts. After class, they should
review the lecture notes and complete assignments using the class
support system. Additionally, students are encouraged to summarize
their thoughts on the topics discussed, incorporating insights from peer
discussions.

The purpose of this course is the development of communication
skills (oral and written) in French for intermediate level (B1/B2).
Through different kinds of activities mainly based on comic books
(ask and answer questions, reading, writing, etc.),students will
strengthen their comprehension and production capacities in order
to develop both oral and writing expression.

Through the selected themes (mainly environmental problems),
students will also be able to develop their knowledge about
francophone cultures.

Active participation in class is essential. Exercises or tasks will
be given for the next class almost every week (thorough revision
of vocabulary and/or grammar points, theme-related papers or
presentations, readings, etc.).

Depending on the tasks involved, homework preparation will range
from one to three hours.

Course outline

This course is about contemporary art theory and practice.

This course offers students an introduction to 17th century
French thought, highlighting links with literature, theater,
architecture, and science. Students will read excerpts of texts
and view films and paintings to get an idea of this historical
period that the French often call "The Great Century" (Grand
siecle). The 17th century was "great" not only because the
Kingdom of France was at the peak of its power under the
reign of Louis XIV, but also because philosophers like Blaise
Pascal made insightful observations about the tragic nature
of the human condition ("Man is only a reed, the weakest in
nature; but he is a reed that thinks."). Proficiency in French is
not required for this course but written assignments and oral
participations in Japanese will be required.

[Learning Objectives]

1. Gain an overview of representative works of French thought
and culture of the 16th and 17th centuries through the reading
of the texts in each session.

2. Foster the ability to identify, without stereotyping, the
themes contained in the characters and works of each text.

3. Develop each student’s own ideas about the relationship
between power and justice, and between religious fanaticism
and violence.

[Learning activities outside of classroom]

(a) No preparation is required.

(b) Students may be asked to write comments on the class.

(c) Students who wish to contribute topics related to the class
content other than (b) will receive points for their active
participation. Please paste the text or link to the designated
LMS (Learning Support System-Hoppii’s Discussion Board or
Google Classroom’s Stream > Comments).

(d) The study time required for preparation and review of
this class will be the time needed to study the materials and
videos presented and to do (b) and (c) above. Since this is
a class for diverse students with different proficiency levels
in Japanese and other languages, a uniform length of time
will not be specified, but in accordance with the Standards for
the Establishment of Universities, the preparation and review
time for each 2 credit lecture and seminar should be at least 4
hours per session.

“Barcelona”, “Gaudi”’, “Dali”, “Bar¢a”, “human towers” -
Because of the recent Catalan independence movement, many
people have started to relate these words not to Spain, but to
Catalonia. However, they are not but the tip of the iceberg of
what Catalonia has to offer.

This class is not only meant as an introduction to Catalonia’s
history, culture and society, but also aims to cultivate critical
thinking and search connections to world affairs. Being
in Spain, but at the same time not being Spain proper,
Catalonia incarnates an ambivalent situation. However, it is
precisely within this complexity that one can find not only the
uniqueness of its culture, but also numerous contradictions
which become hints for understanding today’s global society.




Finally, this class is followed by “Catalan Culture IV (History
and Society B)”, so those who have interest in it, please do not
hesitate to take them both. Besides, in order to have a genuine
approach to the Catalan world, Catalan language becomes
necessary, so I would highly recommend you to take “Catalan
Culture I (Language A)” and “Catalan Culture II (Language
B)” as well.

[Learning Objectives]

1. Acquire a general knowledge about Catalonia’s history,
culture and society.

2. Research, communicate and discuss critically on Catalonia
and its linkage to the world.

3. Find motivation so as to continue having interest in
Catalonia’s history, culture and society.

[Learning activities outside of classroom]

It is necessary at least 180 minutes for preparing and 60
minutes for reviewing each class. However, it is very important
to pay heed not only to the “amount” of time, but also to its
“quality”. Thus, it is essential to avoid distractions and factors
that may cause procrastination.

1. Active learning: cultural exchange with a Catalan resident
in Japan and written presentation of the experience (50%)

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[Outline (in English)]

The course provides historical background on the relationship
between religion and social movements by paying special
attention to the Christian religion. It explores the ways that
Christianity, along with the other modern ideas and practices
such as the Enlightenment, romanticism, social Darwinism,
utopianism, socialism, and nationalism, influenced the de-
velopment of abolitionism, feminism, colonialism/imperialism,
labor movements, decolonization movements, and civil rights
movements.

By the end of the course, students are expected to be able to: 1)
understand the basic concepts and theories that are important
in examining the relationship between social movements and
Christianity, 2) analyze the relationship between religion
and social movements from the perspective of historical
consciousness, and 3) conduct a basic historical analysis of
social movements based on the ideas of Christianity.

Students will be expected to review each class to: 1) under-
stand the important concepts, theories, and characteristics
of social movements, and 2) be able to use the concepts
and theories as tools for analysis. In each reaction paper,
students may be required to analyze the connection between
the movements and the theories that were covered in previous
classes.

Students are expected to spend 4 hours per week working on
homework, revision, and assignments.

The final grade will be decided by reaction paper (30%) and the
final assignment (70%).
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[Outline (in English)]

This course deals with the migration and settlement, Chi-
natowns, economy, social structure, education, custom and
lifestyle of overseas Chinese in the world, especially focusing
on overseas Chinese in Japan. At the end of the course,
participants are expected to obtain basic knowledge about
overseas Chinese, and also to be able to evaluate ethnic
diversities in Japan.

What is Europe? This question, which many present-day Europeans
ask themselves, is the main theme of this course. In this class,
students will examine the question with an emphasis on the history
of ideas and culture. Starting with the geographical notion of Europe
as a “continent”, students will familiarize themselves with its basic
archaeological, ethnic, religious, philosophical, and historical aspects.
Students will be encouraged to explore these areas to reflect on the
modern idea of Europe as a haven of peace and the possibility or
impossibility of a single European identity. She or he will move back
and forth between the past and the present, focusing in particular on
the ambivalence of the boundaries between Europe and its "others", in
order to deepen her or his understanding of the question.

By the end of the course, students should be able to do the following:

1) Expressing her or his own views about the geographical spread of
"Europe".

2) Relating the notion of "Europe" to the cultural, political, and
philosophical legacies of ancient Greece, Hellenism, and Rome, and
making an argument at a level appropriate for an undergraduate
student.

3) Discussing, at a level appropriate for undergraduate students, the
Great Migration of Germanic, Norman, and Slavic peoples and the
formation of "Europe", in relation to the history of each country from the
time of the collapse of the Western Roman Empire to the 10th century.
4) Explaining the relationship between Western Europe in the Middle
Ages, which was formed around Catholicism, and Eastern Europe,
which was formed around Orthodoxy, and the expansion of Islam, at
a level appropriate for undergraduate students.

5) Describing, at a level appropriate for undergraduate students, the
significance of humanism, which characterized the Renaissance, the
impact of the so-called "Age of Discovery" on non-European countries,
and the redefinition of the relationship between faith and politics
resulting from the Reformation.

6) Argueing, both positively and negatively, about the "Eurocentric"
consciousness that emerged through the development of commerce
under a series of political and cultural changes, including the
centralization of power, wars in colonies outside Europe, and the
emergence of the "Republic of Letters".

7) INlustrating the significance for modern societies of the development
of civil rights-based ideas and institutions with historical events in
the United Kingdom, the United States, France, and other European
countries at a level appropriate for undergraduate students.

The natural environment (topography, climate, vegetation,
water circulation, and so on) around human society varies in
each place worldwide. Their origins are reasonable in terms
of science, and they have reached the present status through
various global, regional, and local changes in the history of
the earth. We examine spatial variation, mechanism, and
history of the present-day natural environment in the Japanese
island, with in mind the relationship between the natural
environment and human society (life, industry, culture, and so
on).

Students should be able to do the followings by the end of
the course: (1) to explain spatial variation, mechanism, and
history of the natural environment, and (2) to explain influence
of the natural environment on human society. Before/after each
class meeting, students will be expected to spend four hours to
understand the course content. Grading will be decided based
on short reports (30%) and a final exam (70%).

In order to seek a sustainable harmony between the natural en-
vironment and human activities, it is essential to understand
the natural environment from a wide-ranging perspective,
from the global scale to our immediate surroundings. In this
course, you will learn about wetlands, a natural environment
that is close to us, and the flora and fauna that live there,
the global trends being discussed in the Ramsar Convention
and the Convention on Biological Diversity, the relationship
between ecosystem services and wetlands, and the possibility
of coexistence between wetlands and human activities.
[Learning Objectives]

The goal is to deepen knowledge and understanding of the
following four points and be able to explain the key points.

1. Characteristics of ecosystems and wildlife by wetland type
in the world and Japan

2. Current status and issues of wetlands worldwide

3. Ecosystem services and wetlands

4. Possibility of coexistence between wetlands and human
activities

Students will be required to prepare and review the materials
introduced in each lecture. Students will prepare for each
lecture by studying basic knowledge related to the theme
of each lecture, and will resolve any questions they may
have during the lecture through self-study after each lecture.

What does it mean to accept "cultural and religious differences"
in today’s society where there is a lot of migration of people
across borders? Does it mean that the majority must accept
all cultures and religions of the minorities without exception ?
On the other hand, does it mean that a minority group must
completely assimilate into the culture and religion of the host
country ? In this Liberal Arts Seminar II, which is scheduled
for the fall semester, we will discuss the ideals and realities
concerning such "cultural and religious differences”, using as
a case study the policy shift in the Netherlands, which has
traditionally been known as a liberal and tolerant society. This
course is a seminar designed around the topics, questions, and
exchanges of opinions suggested by the students.

[Learning Objectives]

The goal of this seminar is not to become proficient in English,
Japanese, or any other language.

By the end of the course, students should be able to do the
following:

1) Conceptualizing, without oversimplification, an answer to
the question of why the Netherlands, with a population of just
over 17 million, requires non-European immigrants to have a
basic knowledge of the Dutch language (rather than English)
and civil liberties.

2) Having a basic insight into the different implications of
"culture" and '"religion" in different countries and historical
periods.

3) Understanding how to relate contemporary social issues to
current cultural topics in which students are highly interested.
4) Expressing thoughts and feelings appropriately through
presentations using Google Slides, Google Docs, and Zoom
screen sharing.

Populism, which includes opposition to globalization as one of
its main components, is shaking the political foundations of
countries around the world. In this spring semester course,
Liberal Arts Seminar I, "Populism and the World: For Those
Who Are Tired of Go Global," we will focus on xenophobia, the
backlash against so-called identity politics, and the support for
populism by the cultural "majority" voters. The class will be
built around the students’ opinions and questions concerning a
central issue : "What kind of culture do we want in our society
of the 21st century ?"
